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THE PARENT-CHILD ATTACHMENT AS FORMING IN CHILD’S PRIVATE LIFE AND PROFESSIONAL EXPERIENCE

     The examination of conditions and forming aspects of parent-child attachment is factual in modern psychology. The period of childhood is considered to be determining in formation of character and personality of a child, whose  main task is grow and improve himself. And, in its turn, this period is subsequent to the period of self- and professional development.
      The opinions, concerning parent-child attachment phenomenon and the pecularities of its demonstration in people’s lives and activities almost coincide in the works of different representatives of foreign psychological and philosophical orientations ( J. Bowlby, J. Robertson, R. Schaffer and others ). They considered parent-child attachment as a key factor in child’s relationship with his mother in terms of his social, emotional and cognitive development. Children separations with their parents and, later, maladjustment led to new psychological researches, which resulted in the scientists’ successful effort to define the meaning of the attachment concept. The nature of a child’s early attachment to a primary caregiver is a significant part of the foundation for adulthood affecting the child’s cognitive, emotional, psychological and social functioning. 
     After the scientific and guidance literature has been monitored, it was defined, that decisive factors of promoting secure parent-child attachment may be preventive. They include their content, duration, behavioral focus and populations targeted ( at-risk vs. low-risk populations ). In its turn, common factors, which indicate insecure parent-child attachment can be either physical ( an aversion to touch and physical affection, difficulty in showing genuine care for parents ) or psychological (control issues, anger problems ).
     The aspiration to attach to parents should be purposefully exterminated in the period of maturity, which is followed by the period of adulthood. Examining the conception of parent-child attachment, proposed by scientists, who used the works of J. Bowlby for their researches, enabled us to assume, that the parent-child attachment concept is a unit of two components: secure attachment (forms when the child enjoys engaged parenting, marked by attuned and consistent provision of nurturance, protection and affection) and insecure attachment ( children don’t have their needs met by the primary caregiver, for whom the attachment relationship is unpredictable and frightening).
     According to the studied theory based on the topic given, we may plan to conduct a psychological multimethod “The Behavior Assessment System for Children” (Cecil R. Reynolds, 2010), a test of a four-category model “Attachment Styles Among Young Adults” (Bartholomew Kim, Horowitz Leonard M., 1991). In order to sort child’s behavior in terms of understanding the parent-child attachment concept and its importance in child’s life.
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
