4.5. The sum of Semester Module Grades in values is Total Semester Grade that is calculated to the National Scale (Table 4.4, Table 4.5).
4.6. The Semester Module Grades and the Test Grade together make up a Total Semester Grade that correspondence to the National Scale and the ECTS Scale is shown in Table 4.6.

4.6. The Total Semester Grade is entered into the Examination Register and into a student’s record book in values, National Scale grades, and ECTS Scale grades.
4.7. The Total Semester Grade is entered into a student’s record book and studying card of a student, for example: 92/Ex/А, 87/Good/В, 79/Good/С, 68/Sat/D, 65/Sat/Е, etc.

4.8. The Total Grade from the subject is defined as the arithmetic mean of the final semester rating scores in grades (from this discipline – for 1 and 2 semesters), followed by its translation into national scale and ECTS scale. The mentioned Total Grade is entered to a Diploma Supplement.
