Over fime, al tsting thecry (whether languagss or shampoo deve.opment) has.
eaditionally been based on a sei-scientific procedure, namely

1 Measure the performance

2 Do something 0 affet te performance.

3 Measure the performanes again and compare the difference.

‘Applying, this raditional testing procedure or model to language leamers has
meant fhai the language learne is treated as a kind of plant. We measure the plant,
upply the new fertliser, and then measure the plant again to see what efct the fertil-
Ser has had. As language teachers, we aply a placement test, teach, and then give an
achievement tes 10 see how much better the students are.

In other words, testing is generally concermed with enumeration, that i, turring
performance into numbers.

There are many groups who have an interestin assessing a studsnts abilies:
\cachers, heads of cepartments, parents, governments and, of course, the students
hemselves. However, we all share the same four main reasons for assessment:

Sometimes, though, teachers can e confused abot whether tey are esching or
(esting. We can think v are teaching when we are nctaly tesing. This is pariculaly
{roe when we try 10 tezch the four skill: reading, Wrting, speaking and listning. Here
language teachers fice  major problem.

eneralised deas such s skimming and scaming, and these are ot detaled enough 1o
lp us work out an efcive and proggesive coching programme.

‘I other words, when faced with a skillthat i difTclt 10 teach, such as good
cning, we rormally answer ths problem in onc of two ways. ither we give the stu-
dents lots of opportunities to show what they Know 50 we can scs if they'e improv-
ng, We ask thean 10 read, wite or lisien (0 texts of inreasing linguistic complexity
and hope they keep the same general resuls or even improve; or we keep the same
texts and increase the complexity of the questions. Thi i a bitlke a doctor saying: «
