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of the site semantic content with personal narratives in January — October 2013
is qualitatively and quantitatively higher. Now these texts dominate under such
rubrics «History» and «Personalities».

2. Monitoring of the website http://tyzhden.ua has shown 48 publications. There
is an opposite tendency of quantitative indicators: we have found 15 and 17 personal
narratives in the 2010 and 2011 content, then in 2012 and January — October 2013
—only 7 and 9. «History» is a priority rubric for them.

3. We have not found personal narratives in their pure form among the materials
of the website http://gazeta.ua, but we have found out two similar text groups: 1) the
story of the hero about himself with inserts of personal impression of the author; 2)
lengthy interviews.

«The Little» magazines as a spase of modernists’ activity

The article deals with a type of American literary magazines of the 20th
century, which after limited circulation were called «little magazines». Author pays
attention to the specifics of these magazines, editors of which preferred avant-garde
experimenter literature, authors-beginners, new styles. Among them are such the
littles as «291», «Blast: Review of the Great English Vortex», «Contact», «Crisis:
A Record of the Darker Races», «The Favorite Magazine: The World’s Greatest
Monthly», «Decision: A Review of Free Culture», «The Midland», «St. Nicholas»,
«The Seven Arts», «The Double Dealer», «Fire!! Devoted to Younger Negro Artists»,
«The Glebe» etc.
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The «little magazines», or «the littlesy were the representatives not just
announcements of new literary world, but as they printed material for which,
besides them, no one had taken up, were exclusive and formed later the alphabet
of a modernism. In addition they became a tribune for pronouncing topical subject
at that time; magazines often served as a source of information of political events.
Literary magazines were often operated at a loss themselves. In fact they can be
called as ideological creation, because they prevailed over the idea of commerce.
The specificity of literary magazines was that they were the mirror images of their
editors’ intentions, fully answering their ideological attitudes and concepts.
