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PHILOSOPHICAL AND LEGAL ASPECTS
OF ENVIRONMENTAL RESPONSIBILITY

The rules governing modern social relations in the field of aviation safety
in the aviation sector are contained in the normative legal acts of different
branches of legislation, and, accordingly, it allows to state about the formation
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of a comprehensive inter-branch institute of environmental safety in aviation.
Therefore, legal aspects of environmental responsibility of aviation are being
considered by multidisciplinary approach.

The philosophical conception of law is the task of a particular scientific and
educational discipline - the philosophy of law, which has its own subject of
study and categorical apparatus [1].

Nowadays at first glance, mankind, by improving living conditions,
unfortunately, produces negative consequences, creates new anthropogenic
problems through intensive use of natural resources, while creating harmful and
even hazardous waste to nature and society [2].

The obvious link between the global environmental crisis and the growing
man-made pressure on nature has, in a new way, highlighted the problem of
man’s place in the natural world. The question - what should be the foundations
of human activity in order not to have a destructive, destructive effect on the
environment, has arisen not before the natural science, which was classical
ecology, but before philosophy. The ideas of expanding the sphere of human
morality to include nature and the need to form a new, ecologically oriented,
outlook are now being evaluated by researchers as conditions for humanity’s
movement towards a new civilization paradigm [3]. In the process of solving
the spectrum of issues related to the current ecological crisis, a number of
problems were outlined, the understanding of which went beyond ecology as a
specific natural science and can be defined as the philosophy of ecology.

The achievements of such eminent scientists in the fields of the
philosophical, technical, environmental, medical and other sciences can be used
to study the harmful effects of aviation on the environment and the lives and
health of humans: A.F. Aksenova, I.A. Belinsky, B.l. Demina, V.P. Yehozova,
S.l. Ivanova, Yu.V. Novikova, A.P.Putilina, O.F. Skakun, O. Spengler,
O.G. Danilyan, O.P. Dzoban, S.I. Maksimov, L.I. Sidorenko and others.

O. Spengler in the work “Twilight of Europe” substantiated the view that
the development of civilization - a sign, a “symptom” of destruction, decline of
culture. In his view, the more developed science, technology, technology, i.e. -
civilization, the more affected by their influence culture. A. Spengler
emphasized that man takes on the role of creator, relying on technique. At the
same time, the process of loss of spirituality, which is connected with the
destruction of Christian values, is progressing. Therefore, humanity becomes a
force that destroys culture, spirituality, humanity in man [4].

The global community has come to the conclusion that there must be global
responsibility for environment. The EU is currently one of the world leaders in
the field international environmental cooperation. At the same time, the EU’s
environmental policies and activities are in general inextricably linked to global
environmental actions, including those undertaken by the United Nations.
Environmental protection is one of the EU’s priority activities at the same time
as other areas of integration. The EU has broad competences in the field of
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environmental protection, and a considerable number of EU-wide regulations
are issued in this area.

Environmental responsibility according to Directive 2004/35/EC implies
the obligation of the polluter to take measures to prevent the occurrence of
environmental damage or to eliminate the effects of environmental damage to
restore the natural resources to the state existing before its occurrence and to
cover the costs of the measures taken. The restoration of the state of natural
resources is carried out by the operator who caused the environmental damage
within the framework of a specific plan for the elimination of the consequences
of such damage.

The environmental liability mechanism provided for in Directive 2004/35 /
EC deserves the attention of both public authorities and other stakeholders and
requires a thorough analysis of implementation pathways in Ukraine. Important
is the experience of specific countries in implementing the directive and the
outcome of the evaluation carried out by the European Commission. In
addition, it is appropriate to take into account a number of factors in the
existing national legal system, current legislation and reforms that are
implemented in Ukraine [5].

Ideology of environmental protection requires numerous international
agreements and regulated by numerous agreements. Intentions of Ukraine
towards integration to the EU should bring more benefits for the environmental
protection in Ukraine, in particular by developing new European model
legislation, practice and policy.

Today, Ukraine-EU cooperation in the field of environmental protection is
regulated by the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the European
Union, the European Atomic Energy Community and their Member States. In
particular, Chapter 6 “Environment” of the section “Economic and Industrial
Cooperation” of this Agreement provides that the parties shall develop and
strengthen cooperation on environmental issues and thus contribute to the
realization of the long-term goals of sustainable development and the green
economy [6].

Formation of a responsible attitude to the environment is possible only as a
result of the development of the environmental education system.
Dissemination of ecological knowledge and information on possible ways of
reducing harm to nature at all levels of the education system will help to
promote tolerant attitude of the population towards nature, to teach citizens to
be responsible for their actions, to educate children with a sense of respect for
the environment.

Environmental responsibility should not be an attribute that ensures a
proper image in the international arena or consumer commitment, additional
competitive advantages, popularity, but a conscious choice of every citizen.
