From City on the Hill to Mega/Techno/Polis:
US Urban Loci as Cultural Tropes

The topos of the city that had been playing a significant
symbolic part since the very first stages in American history has
over the centuries undergone substantial transformations in US
culture and literature, with both its semantics and allusive fields
varying with time. The urban discourse is a constant feature in
American “texts” filling various spaces between the two poles —
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of rapturous acceptance and of unreserved repulsion. In the
course of urbanization, US cities have been assigned more or
less fixed symbolic meanings that, nevertheless, have never
remained unchanged. For example, New York’s “strong position”
in American letters had been originally predicated on the fact that
it reflected “the nation’s historical commitment to the democratic
ideal that each of us holds the potential for excellence, that the
free expression of many individual wills can compose a great
and unified nation”.(S. O’Connell). Later on, however, the modes
of depicting New York tended to fluctuate between Utopia and
Dystopia. Functioning of urban topoi in US literature/culture
was analyzed to identify their connotative meanings.
