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THE ROLE OF THE FAMILY IN UPBRINGING OF CHILDREN WITH SPECIAL NEEDS
The problem of upbringing children with special needs is quite acute in our country. Nowadays, parents who have children with certain disabilities, do not give them proper education. They care only about the physical development of their children, and spiritual formation takes a back seat. 

The deterioration of the ecological situation, the high level of ill parents, a number of unresolved socio-economic, psychological-pedagogical and medical problems have led to an increase in children with special needs.

Each family should cherish certain values, namely mutual respect, that is a person should be perceived as the most important value; tolerance, which is manifested in tolerant attitude towards people of different nationalities, social strata and others. Family is the best environment for the development of individuals, especially if he/she is weak and limited in his/her capabilities [5]. 

Therefore, such children require more care, attention, affection and communication (not only verbal). Their families need support from the community. After all, the environment of these families plays an important role in the upbringing and development of children with certain disorders. If the society is not ready to accept these children, then it will significantly affect their further development [4].

Working with parents, social workers set for themselves the following objectives:

• to help adults to create a comfortable family atmosphere to their child;

• to increase awareness of parents about potential child's prospects in various aspects of his/her life;

• to create conditions for active participation of parents in education and training of their child;

• to improve the parents’ psychological health [1].

All children and adolescents with special needs should receive individual services. Everyone should have his/her own individual program of service provision. It is important early detection of problems and attempts to solve them in early stages [2]. 

Family support services play a vital role in strengthening of social integration, participating and benefiting from certain activities.

So, parents have a serious and important task in help their children to develop skills and abilities giving them something to compensate those deficiencies that hinder their normal physical or mental formation. Parents should not separate their children from others, but, on the contrary, try to show that their children are not worse than others [3]. It is needed to support the autonomy of persons with special needs and establish their contacts with peers, involving them to social interaction. 
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
