In the British Museum in London there is a black stone, called the Rosetta Stone, which measures 114 x 72 cm. It is covered with carvings in three different scripts: hieroglyphic, demotic, and Greek. The stone is written in three scripts because these were being used in Egypt at the time. It is over 2.000 years old and was found in 1799 by French soldiers who were rebuilding a fort in the town of Rosetta in Egypt. The structure of the hieroglyphic script was very hard to work out - it was not successfully deciphered until 1822. A French expert in languages discovered the text was written by a group of priests in Egypt to honor the Pharaoh. This discovery meant that the Rosetta Stone could be used as a kind of ‘dictionary’ to check the meaning of early written languages. Today a small group of engineers and scientists want to build a new Rosetta ‘Stone1 or Disk, using the same idea of parallel texts. Many scientists predict that most of the world’s languages will disappear in the next hundred years. This new stone will preserve some basic knowledge of the world’s languages for future generations.
