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Abstract
The publication analyzes the activity of the modern children's library of Ukraine as a sociocultural phenomenon. A library is a universal sociocultural institute that aims to involve society into cultural values, to establish connections and interaction with society in general and with citizens in particular. In the early 2000s, sociocultural work of libraries was limited to leisure activity, however, nowadays, sociocultural functions of libraries have been considered from a wider perspective. Libraries for children that are an element of the library and information system of Ukraine have an important role in the process of socialization. The normative and legal acts that regulate the work of libraries for children and determine its place in community life were analyzed.
The publication deals with various forms of interaction between libraries and the community. In particular, attention was paid to establishing social partnership, interaction with authorities and local self-government. Based on the research of sites and blogs of regional children's libraries, the National Library of Ukraine for children, the main directions of activity, forms of work and means of influence on the society were determined. Forms of work that shape cultural space and affect the community were defined.
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1. Introduction
Cultural space is a clear indicator of the degree of development of society, the provision of personal rights and freedoms, creative expression, social and spiritual development. The basic element of culture is a library, the mission of which is to form thinking and creative generation. The library for children has the feature responsibility not only to upbring the younger generation, but also to adapt it to the society, providing psychological and pedagogical assistance, including parents. Issues on the functions of children's libraries were actively discussed in the 70s and 80s of the ХХ century. Despite some skepticism, the children's library has taken an important place in the sociocultural space, expanded its functions increasing the impact on society. Understanding the importance of encouraging children to libraries, society is producing the children's book industry and leisure industry, using advanced technologies. After all, the library is the first link from which the child's path to a book and adult life begins. 

In Ukraine, the children's libraries network started from the end of the XIX century. Significant expansion of the system of libraries for children refers to the 60s early 80s of the XX century. Since 1991, despite the complexity of the transition period of independence, it has been possible to save experience and leave the network of libraries, including in the countryside. The role of the research, publishing and methodical center is provided by the National Library of Ukraine for Children, which has a universal composition of funds with a volume of 13612 copies of books, over 90 titles of journals (2383 copies) issued before 1945. In total in 2016 there were 930 children's libraries in the republic, serving around 3 million children annually. In 2018 there are 22 regional libraries in Ukraine, 11 central ones. Rural youth is served by 13,000 libraries for children. The children's libraries network has in its infrastructure library centralized systems, created in 9 large cities. They include district/city libraries, affiliates and departments.
In 1999, the Ukrainian Association of Libraries for Children was founded, which is an all-Ukrainian public association of library workers. The objectives of the Association are the development of a children's libraries network, the creation of access conditions for children to information resources, implementation of the state policy in the field of children's reading, the introduction of the latest information technologies in libraries, raising the professional level of library staff, etc (Statut ukrains'koi asоtsiatsii, 2018). Ukraine also has a representative office in the non-profit International Board on Books for Young People (IBBY). Despite the significant role of the children's libraries in society, they have not been adequately investigated in the Ukrainian scientific literature. If the issue of a general library affair is devoted to a significant set of research papers, there are not quantitative and thematic deficiencies of complex generalizations on the various problems of libraries for children. In the view of thematic direction, it is possible to allocate works devoted to the role of children's libraries in the information society, in the adaptation of the younger generation, in the organization of leisure, the development of creative abilities and the upbringing of children. The issue of sociocultural activities of libraries still remains «popular» (Safonova, 2017; Chernous, 2015; Agarkova, 2017). Among the modern works of this direction, the candidate's dissertation A. Gordienko (2018) should be mentioned where the children's library is considered as a cultural-educational phenomenon, its role in shaping the intellectual potential of society is determined. Priority directions of work of libraries for youth in accordance with the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals for the period 2016-2030 are defined in the publication by Lyudmila Rabadanova (2017). 
A monographic collective study by authors of the National Library of Ukraine for children named "The history of the development of libraries of Ukraine for children (the end of the XIX - XX centuries)" can be considered as a contribution to understanding the national fundamentals of the formation of the library network (Gordienko,  Kobzarenko, et al., 2015). It reveals the history of the formation of public opinion about children's libraries, describes the process of the birth and development of libraries for children in Ukraine until 1991, covers the role of the ascetics of the library business in the dissemination and formation of the network of children's libraries, the definition of the values ​​of their functioning. 

An important role in the exchange of experience, in the professional growth of library specialists for children, was the quarterly scientific and methodological magazine "The World of Children's Libraries", which had existed from 2001 to 2013. On the pages of this magazine you can find articles that reveal new forms and methods of service of readers, the formation of library funds, the affection of children to love books, to read, to increase the professional skill of librarians, to analyze areas of information and bibliographic activity, cooperation with local self-government bodies etc. The first electronic issue of the magazine appeared in 2002 (Svit dytyachykx bibliotek, 2002-2013). In general, summarizing the topics of publications in professional periodicals, it can be concluded that their overwhelming majority is educational-methodical in nature, or represents the best practical experience. Thus, it should be noted that librarianship in scientific thought lacks a clear definition of the strategic priorities of the development of the library sphere in the context of globalization and transformational change. Mostly the publications can trace a classic view of the library for children, which had developed in previous eras. Scientific literature lacks research on the synthesis of the best world experience in social partnership, the development of new technologies of influence on the formation of a "reading nation" generation, the creation of a modern image of libraries, and the organization of cooperation with state authorities and local self-government. Consequently, scientific thought should be harmonized with those systemic changes taking place in Ukraine and in the world. 
1.1. The aim of the study
Today in Ukraine the process of civil society development is actively taking place. A component of this process is the implementation of a decentralization course aimed at the development of local self-government and, in general, at the reform of all spheres of life of territorial communities. This brings changes in the community's awareness of cultural needs and gradually increases the status and role of the library for the community. Actually the library for children should become an active and equal subject of social processes, but not an executor, as before, an auxiliary role in society. The library institutions for small cities, towns and rural settlements are becoming particularly relevant, there they remain the only centers of culture capable of bringing a breath of creativity, activity, and confidence in ensuring full access to cultural values ​​by children into sometimes a monotonous, slow life of the community. Therefore, the purpose of the study is to determine the effective ways of libraries for children to ensure the sustainable development of the united territorial communities. 
1.2. Legislative support of activity of libraries for children
Since independence (1991), the library system of Ukraine has undergone structural changes. The Law of Ukraine "On Libraries and Library Affairs" (1995; recent changes - 2017) defined the status of libraries, the legal and organizational foundations of their activities. And the main thing - the Law guaranteed the right to free access to information resources that are stored in library funds (Pro biblioteku i  bibliotechnu spravu, 2017). Changes related to the improvement of the network of libraries for children were introduced in 2009 in accordance with the Law of Ukraine "On Amendments to the Law of Ukraine "On Libraries and Library Affairs" (2009, as amended in 2011). In particular, children's libraries, as public (publicly available) establishments, were prominent as specialized institutions that positively influenced on the formation of library funds, the creation of targeted programs for work with children, parents and with the community and society, in general.
The formation of a positive image of libraries for children and strengthening their role in the formation of an enlightened nation was influenced by the Decree of the President of Ukraine "On the Strategy for Sustainable Development, Ukraine 2020" (Pro Strategiyu stalogo razvytku, 2015) and  Order of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine "On Approving the Strategy for the Development of the Library Case for the Period up to 2025 "Qualitative Changes in Libraries for Sustainable Development of Ukraine" (Pro ckhvalennya Strategii rozvytku, 2016). State policy in the field of librarianship is aimed at forming key priorities of libraries' activities: on consolidation of society, adherence to European values, ensuring equal and free access to information and knowledge, etc. The legislation also identified strategic directions for libraries aimed at further improving the regulatory framework of libraries and regulating standards in the library industry in accordance with international recommendations; creation of an integrated library system; intensive development of document and information resources on various media; creation of electronic libraries; developing reading through a social partnership system; introduction of effective social communications, etc.
The reform of the library sphere is closely linked to the systemic social transformations that take place in Ukraine. In particular, the course on decentralization, which called for the development of local self-government on the basis of the creation of united territorial communities, also affected the changes in the activities of libraries. Thus, according to the "Methodological Recommendations from the Organizations of the Network of Public Libraries in the United Territorial Communities" (Metodychni rekomendatsii, 2017), the optimal network of libraries was determined taking into account the type of united territorial communities and the quantitative composition of the population. In order to ensure equal access of all interested persons to information resources, the legislation provides the creation of such new forms of library services as: 1) library items as a form of non-stationary library service for the provision of library services as a territorially separate subdivision of a public library where its staff member is working; 2) non-stationary library services - maintenance outside of the stationary library, which ensures the approach of library services at the place of work, study, rest or residence of the population; such a form can be carried out with the help of a library item, a mobile library, etc.; 3) a mobile library as a form of non-stationary library services, which provides for the provision of library services with the help of specially equipped vehicles (bibliotable) (Metodychni rekomendatsii, 2017). Responsibility for the development of public libraries in the united territorial communities lies on the local self-government bodies, which are the successors of all the property that is located on the territory of the united territorial community. At the same time, communities that are not included in the united territorial communities have the right, jointly with the local governments of the united territorial communities, to combine, on a contractual basis, funds of local budgets to support communal institutions, to create common infrastructure objects, including library establishments, to implement joint projects, etc (Metodychni rekomendatsii, 2017). These recommendations also are applied to libraries for children belonging to public institutions.
At the same time, the problem of creating the National Library for Children is urgent. An analogue of such a library can be the International Digital Library for Children, which provides free access to the best children's book in the languages ​​of the world in order to integrate children into the world community on the basis of tolerance, respect for other cultures, languages ​​and ideas, and the involvement of children in the development of innovative technologies at reading books can be as an example of a partnership: children for children (Bibliothèque Numèrique, 2018). 
1.3. Research methodology
The methodology of the research is based on the system approach, which allowed the library for children to be considered as a structural element of the library system and, at the same time, as a holistic phenomenon that has its own specific nature. Cultural approach allowed to determine the place of the library for children in the sociocultural space of Ukraine and its role in the formation of civil society, the implementation of systemic reforms related to the policy of decentralization, democratization and European integration. The research used the methods of analysis and synthesis, the structural-functional method, the method of comparison, the generalization, the source-study method, the method of expert evaluation of 22 web-sites of regional libraries for children.
2. The main part
Libraries for children, which are part of the library and information system of Ukraine, have a special mission in the process of socialization of the individual. 
Along with the information, cognitive, cultural, educational, communicative, entertaining, aesthetic, creative, relaxation functions, an important place belongs to the functions of socialization, integration, social partnership. There is a formation of modern models of social interaction between the subjects of the community, provided that the libraries have an initiative role. Therefore, the study examined the activities of the National Library of Ukraine for Children, as well as the work of regional children's libraries of Ukraine (Vinnytsya (Vinnyc'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Volyn (Volyns'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Dnipropetrovsk (Dnipropetrovs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Zhytomyr (Zhytomyrs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Zakarpattia (Zakarpats'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Ivano-Frankivsk (Ivano-Frankivs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Kyiv (Kyi'vs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Kirovohrad (Kirovohrads'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Lviv (L'vivs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Mykolaiv (Mykolai'vs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Odesa (Odes'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Poltava (Poltavs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Rivne (Rivnens'ka derzhavna oblasna, 2018), Sumy (Sums'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Ternopil (Ternopil's'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Kharkiv (Harkivs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Kherson (Hersons'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Khmelnytsky (Hmel'nyc'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Cherkasy (Cherkas'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Chernivtsi (Chernivec'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018), Chernihiv (Chernigivs'ka oblasna biblioteka, 2018)), except Donetsk and Luhansk Region Children's Libraries, Children's Libraries of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol (temporarily occupied territories). The role of the following factors is decisive in this process:

- rapid development of information and communication technologies, the result of which was the introduction of the technologies of the Library 2.0, 3.0, and finally Libraries 4.0 into the work of Ukrainian libraries (Nazarovec'&Kulyk, 2017);

- distribution of electronic communication;

- growth of requirements for the competence of information specialists of library institutions;

- the development of democracy and the formation of civil society in Ukraine;

- tight conditions for funding libraries;
- distribution of various forms “Sharing Economi” – sharing of human and physical resources - which is reflected in the emergence of such models as “Open Knowledge”, “Open Innovation”, “Co-design”, “Co-working” etc (Nazarovec'&Kulyk, 2017, p. 8);
- socio-political peculiarities of Ukrainian realities connected to military actions in the east of the country, the presence of a significant number of internally displaced people.
Children's regional libraries serve as a link between the communication chain “child-family-local community-society-state”. The main directions of realization of social interaction between actors of civil society with the help of information and communication tools and social initiatives of library workers are: affirmation of the priority of family values, family education, strengthening mutual understanding of family members; promotion of processes of socialization of individuals at different age stages, with different physical and social abilities, in different social situations, realization of tasks of information socialization (ensuring equal opportunities in mastering the cultural heritage; creation of conditions for the discovery and development of children's creative talent; protection of rights and interests of socially unadapted youth, prevention of manifestations of homelessness, offenses; promotion of social adaptation and rehabilitation of children with special needs or those who are in difficult life situations; vocational guidance activities); civic education; social partnership; the establishment of a positive image of libraries, the authority among the authorities, and the spread of their influence on the public by combining the efforts of library, educational workers, parents; informational and technological support of dialogue of citizens with power structures.
2.1. The  project activity as a means of implementing social interaction
One of the most effective means is project activity and the implementation of targeted programs. Realization of project implementation covers several areas of social interaction realization, based on a social partnership, on the interaction of libraries with other institutions for joint activities in the interests of the project participants and project organizers as well as the local community. Thus, the library becomes the organizer of the social space of the territorial community. Projects and programs cover a variety of areas, among which are:
· propagation of books and family reading, increasing prestige of reading (the National Project “Ukraine Reads To Children”, relevant regional projects, in particular the Internet project “VIP-person without a tie” of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children, the project “the 17th page of non-stop” of the Kherson regional library for children, the project “Volyn reads to children” of the Volyn Regional Library for Children, etc.; the project “Library club for reading and entertainment “Sunny rayon on a bookshelf” Kirovohrad Regional Library for Children named after. T.G. Shevchenko; the project “The Library Goes Out” Volyn Regional Library for Children; the project “BiblioRadio” of Dnipropetrovsk regional library for children; the project “Library + School + Family = success”  of the Zhytomyr Regional Library for Children; the project "Academy of Family Reading" of the Kiev Regional Library for Children);
· promotion of families strengthening through joint activities (video project “Shevchenkiana of our family” of the Kherson regional library for children; the project “Family Weekend or SpongeBob invites: trip to country Multland” Volyn Regional Library for Children);
· organization and support of local lore activities as a means of forming a national-cultural identity (the target program “Sources of Local Lore” of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children; the project “Games of patriots of Kherson region” of the Kherson regional library for children; international project “We are Ukrainians. You and me!” Lviv Regional Library for Children, etc.);
· establishing cooperation between the police and the public (POLIS Program in the framework of the project “Public Involvement in Reforms”, the “Police and Community” project of the Kirovohrad Region Library for Children named after T.G. Shevchenko, Chernivtsi regional library for children)
· integration assistance to children affected by the armed conflict in the East of Ukraine and the annexation of the Crimea, as well as provision of social and cultural employment for children whose parents are soldiers of the ATO (project "Integration through Dialogue" of the Kirovohrad Regional Library for Children named after T. Shevchenko );
· promoting the socialization of ATO participants and their families, as well as promoting the sustainable integration of internally displaced people into the local community (the project "Make a Step to Peace" of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children; the Project "Fine Unity" of the Ternopil Regional Library for Children);
· introduction of interregional cultural partnership, creation of conditions for the full integration of Donetsk and Lugansk regions into a single cultural and artistic space of Ukraine (Targeted Integrated Project "Ten Steps to Peace" of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children);
· use of the Internet for the introduction of new library services, user servicing, classes on the formation of an information culture for children and adolescents; assistance in education and leisure activities for schoolchildren (the project "Modern library - modern services" from the program "Bibliomist");
· overcoming social and cultural isolation of children and adolescents who are in a disadvantaged socioeconomic situation and promoting their social and labor adaptation to further independent life by providing free legal and psychological and pedagogical assistance to socially disadvantaged categories of middle and upper secondary school children; and parents, guardians, educators of orphanages ( the project "Take a look into the future" of the Ternopil Regional Library for Children, who won the "Free Internet Access" competition with the assistance of the Bibliomist program; the project "Computer technologies for children from socially disadvantaged families, troubled adolescents and children - invalids" and the Comprehensive target program "Territory without a lattice" of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children);
· providing innovative services for the smallest library users and their educators (parents, guardians, educators, teachers, children's librarians), the organization of joint activities of children and parents with the aim of adapting children to the environment, promoting reading engagement and raising love for the book through the game ( the project "Innovative services for children" of the Ternopil Regional Library for Children, the project "Book-kindergarten" Levenia "of the Lviv Regional Library for Children);
· promotion of multifunctional rehabilitation of children with special needs (the project "Rays of Hope" of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children; "Computer Technologies for Children from Socially Disadvantaged Families, Troubled Adolescents, and Disabled Children", Kharkiv Regional Library for Children; the project "You are not one in the world "of the Vinnytsia Regional Library for Children named after I.Ya. Franko, the project “Read to Friend” of the Chernigiv Regional Library for Children named after M.Ostrovsky);
· provision of legal assistance, consultations, organization of legal education (the project "Legal League" of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children; the project "Fine Unite" of the Ternopil Regional Library for Children; the web project "Children's Rights" of the Kherson Regional Children's Library; the project "The youngest’rights" Vinnytsia Regional Library for Children named after I.Ya. Franko);
·  support for the formation of healthy lifestyle skills for children (the project "Library - Health Territory" of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children; the project "We are for a healthy lifestyle" of the Vinnytsia Regional Library for Children named after I. Franko);

· prevention of youth unemployment by creating preconditions for a comprehensive system of professional orientation of young people (Inter-regional project on vocational guidance of the student youth of Proficamp, ​​which involves Transcarpathian, Lviv, Rivne and Kherson regions, in the implementation of which regional libraries for children are involved, in particular: the project "ProfiStart: young people choose the future" of the Kherson Regional Library for Children, the project "Know and Love Your Territory" of the Rivne Regional Library for Children);
· popularization of financial and economic education for youth (the project "Million is simply!" Kherson regional library for children, Chernigiv regional library for children named after M. Ostrovsky);
· assistance in mastering English (the project "Speak, learn, know English" of the Vinnytsia Regional Library for Children named after I.Ya. Franko, the project "English 1 2 3 in the library" of the Volyn Regional Library for Children, the project "English in Children's Libraries of Lviv" Lviv Regional Library for Children (Zvit pro robotu, 2018) etc.
The implementation of projects and programs involves a variety of activities to achieve the declared objectives.  Among the most common ones are trainings, round tables, quests, festivals, holidays, master classes, game programs, workshops, exhibitions, art-hours, contests, presentations, consultations, hours of communication, informational announcements, seminars, etc. These forms of activity can be used both within the framework of the projects and independently. Projects can be part of programs.
Thus, the implementation of the project "Library Reading and Entertainment Club "Sunny Promenary on the Book Shelf" provided by the Kirovohrad Regional Children's Library (within the framework of the "Active Citizens" – a program for the development of young people and communities implemented by the British Council in Ukraine) which promoted the creation of a comfortable library environment for all categories of children-users and their parents, included innovative activities and game programs that help to organize and hold family leisure and guidance, and aimed at the development of communicative socialization skills for sustainable urban community development (Proekt social'noi' dii', 2018):
1. To the All-Ukrainian Children's Reading Week:

- Day of the reading family "I read – I play – I draw".

2. To Easter:

- Holiday "Let's sing, ladies, fun song"
3. To the International Family Day:

- Family holiday "Feel the warmth of the family".

4. To the International Children's Day:

- The game "Fairy-tale miracles of travel";

- Harry-contest "Magic world of fairy tales";

- Review of the book exhibition "With a Book on Vacations to Miss Ever".

9. To the New Year holidays:

- Cascade of information messages "Crystal Divas";

- Creative workshop "Christmas homemade crafts for young fiddlers";

- Review of the book exhibition: "Fairy Tale".
Directions of cooperation within the framework of the social program "You are not alone in the world" of the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children (purpose - integration of people with special needs, internally displaced people in public and public life) (Social'na programa, 2018), become the project "Tactile Books"; the project "Books Available in Language for Children with Special Needs": creation of a specially adapted library; the project "Children with special needs from among internally displaced people": a modular town. The following forms of work were selected:
- story telling;

- psychological training;

- distance trainings;

- rehabilitation measures (organization of cultural events, sand animation, making of pests, computer literacy training);

- social activities (counseling lawyer, child pediatrician).
A common form of social interaction between libraries is the club work, which covers various activities of regional libraries for children. The advantage of such an organizational form is the opportunity for the club members to engage in their favorite, and thus interesting business in an informal setting in the circle of interested accomplices, resulting in increased educational, upbringing, communication and other effects of social interaction. Clubs (differently - studios, workshops, creative laboratories, etc.) are present at all, without exception, regional libraries of Ukraine for children. They attract readers-participants not only with a variety of activities, but also with creative names: "Read - company travels" - for preschoolers and junior students, theater studio "Cheshire Cat" - for future actors and actresses, Bibliocafe - for book gourmets, "Case № ..." - the club of the Internet center of the Kherson regional library for children; club "Reader Marzipan", creative laboratory "Magic 3D", club for infants "Leopuzyki" of Lviv regional library for children; the club of family leisure "Ninteshk @", the club of interesting meetings "DOTYK" of the Rivne state regional library for children, etc. 

2.2. Consolidation of the family by means of library activity
One of the priority tasks of the children's regional libraries is to promote the strengthening of the family as a primary social unit, the micro-community, within which the sociocultural foundations of the conscious member of the local territorial community, the citizen of Ukraine as a whole, are laid. Therefore, in the circle of subjects of active influence of libraries there are parents and other members of the family. In addition to organizing clubs, promotions, contests of family reading, libraries offer psychological and pedagogical support for both children and parents, a wide range of information and reference resources on education and upbringing. Sites of all libraries contain relevant information pages. Kirovohrad Regional Children's Library offers the headings "Child Psychology and Upbringing", "Preschool Pedagogy", "Legislative Materials on the Protection of Motherhood and Childhood", Internet resources for children and adults;  within the framework of the project "Look to the Future" in the Ternopil Regional Library for Children there is the "Parent Academy", which helps to advise parents, guardians, educators of orphanages on issues of raising children and communicating with them, "Library Social and Psychological Service", whose task is psychological and pedagogical support for children and adolescents, "Club" Biblio.inter.net", which provides information and practical assistance to children on questions of pro-occupation, employment and realization of their cultural and leisure needs; "The blog of a psychologist", "Legal Encyclopedia" for children, adolescents, parents is represented by the Kharkiv Regional Library for Children; In the "Family Affairs" club of the Transcarpathian Regional Library for Children, parents can get the most up-to-date information on issues of education, organization of children's reading, family rest, etc.
2.3. Ensuring equal access to information, knowledge and cultural heritage
Social interaction is a communication and information interaction, and therefore the modern children's library should meet the information requests of users, outstrip them, and form the information culture of the community. Regional children's libraries traditionally provide users with the ability to use databases, electronic catalogs, online resources, virtual help, etc. So, the rubric of the Ternopil Regional Library for Children "Resources for Parents" offers information pages "Child Safety on the Internet. Six Parental Rules", "Internet Quiz "Do you Know the Computer?", "Internet Resources for Parents", "Incredible Things About the Internet", "Online Behaviour Rules", "There is no life without the Internet", "How to make your computer useful and safe". In order to overcome information inequality, to form a culture of use and information use, such forms of work as classes on information and computer literacy, trainings, consultations, web lessons, infoschool, and free access to the Internet are given in libraries. 
In particular, in 2014 in the department of computer technologies and provision of Internet access users of the Kirovohrad Regional Library for Children held a solemn presentation of the project "Modern Library - Modern Services" from the program "Bibliomist" of inequality, the formation of a culture of use and consumption of information, the following forms of work, such as classes on information and computer literacy, training, counseling, web lessons, infoschool, and free access to the Internet in libraries (Proekt vid program, 2018). As part of the project, in December 2013, the library received 9 computers equipped with webcams, microphone headphones, MFP devices, Microsoft licensed software, and local networking equipment. In order to implement the project in the Internet-hall of the library: "Game room" - a gaming zone for the development of children with the help of online resources and media library of the library; “Speaking land” is a zone for providing Skype-capable communication and various forms of online communication and “Education-online” – an area for providing information support and assistance to students on issues of self-education, education and admission to higher education. Within the framework of the project for the users of different age categories there are constantly held classes on information and computer literacy, training "Features of communication in the virtual: online security", "Skype - communication without limits", "Communication without borders of social networking pages" "Getting acquainted with search engines of the Internet: Computer megapolis", "Together with Piznayko to the country of knowledge", "Study with the Internet", "Getting ready for ZNO", etc. The functions of the trainers are performed by the staff of the institution. At the trainings, get acquainted with the basics of working with the computer, study the main text editors, create their own mailboxes, etc. In addition to training sessions, employees of the department of computer technology and providing Internet access to the users provide individual consultations help, prepare interesting, quality essays, presentations, create their own blog or video. Thanks to the project, in the library appeared free access to the Internet through Wi-Fi connection, which allows the users of the institution to work not only on library computers, but also on their own media (tablets, smartphones, etc.).
The project "Modern Library - Modern Services" also provided the users of the institution with access to worldwide electronic information resources at a new higher-quality level, greatly expanding the library's capabilities.
2.4. Modernization of communicative-educational library space
The key to transforming the library into the center of social activity, in particular the children's one, is the creation of a creative educational, creative, communicative, informational space. The means to accomplish this task is to develop blogs. 
Part of the regional libraries for children is actively involved into this process, among which there are (Sajty ta blogy, 2018): National Library of Ukraine for Children: «NBUshka: unofficial NBU site for children», «BiblioTemaTV: videoblog of the NBU for children», «A little reader: a blog for 9-10 year-old children (NBU for children)», «A psychologist in a library: a blog for children and their parents (NBU for children)»; Zhytomyr Regional Library for Children: "City Online: a blog of Zhytomyr Region Library for Children", "Creative Path: a blog of Zhytomyr Regional Library for Children"; Transcarpathian regional library for children: "Travel together with the Silver Earth: a local history blog of the Transcarpathian Regional Library for Children and Youth"; Zhytomyr Regional Library for Children: "City Online: a blog of Zhytomyr Regional Library for Children", "Creative Path: a blog of Zhytomyr Regional Library for Children"; Transcarpathian regional library for children: "Travel together with the Silver Earth: a local history blog of the Transcarpathian Regional Library for Children and Youth"; Lviv Regional Library for Children: "Bibliozrozinki: a photoblog of the Lviv Regional Library for Children", "BlogNot Methodist: a blog of the Lviv Regional Library for Children", "Biblio-Graf: a blog of the Information and Bibliographic Department of the Lviv Regional Library for Children", "BiblioLito: a blog readers of the Lviv Regional Library for Children"; own blogs also offer Mykolaiv, Odessa, Poltava, Rivne, Sumy, Ternopil, Kharkiv, Kherson, Khmelnytsky, Cherkasy regional libraries for children. So, in February 2012, the blog of the Ternopil Regional Library for Children "Bibliomistechko" (Bibliomistechko, 2018), began to operate, which won the contest “Educational Innovative Libraries – 2011” under the program “Bibliomist”. The project “Bibliomistechko” is designed for children from 1 to 10 years old. Visiting the "Bibliotekoostochka" visitors visit “The Fairy Tale”, where you can listen and watch audio and video shows, read your favorite books, try acting skills in the puppet theater; they will compete in compiling a picture of puzzles, take part in logical and developing games in the “Quarter of Wise Men”; they will play in mobile and role-playing games on "Game Square", from which you will be able to get to the children's "Internet corner" where you can take part in Internet quizzes, make flash cards on the interactive SMART board and touch screens, play video games , make a virtual journey, chat with friends in Skype; Will be able to sculpt from plasticine, to make vikantynki, to paint pysanky, to build from cubes and constructors in the workshop "Umili ruchky"(“Skilled hands”) and "Budmajdanchyk"(“Construction site”). The objectives of the project are: the creation of appropriate conditions and a relaxed atmosphere that will encourage the involvement of children to read and educate the love to a book through the game; assistance to parents in teaching early childhood literacy, in adapting a baby to the environment (behavior in the street, in the clinic, supermarket, hairdresser's, library, etc.); informational support of parents, educators and teachers in mastering them pedagogical and psychological skills of upbringing children. 
To implement the project, a number of tasks was solved by library staff  (Proekt Innovacijni poslugy, 2018):

•
creating favorable conditions for visiting the library with preschoolers with parents;

•
arrangement of a zone for entertainment and reading, taking into account age range of children: from 1 to 3 years, from 4 to 6 years, from 6 to 10 years;
•
mastering the skills of providing innovative services for children in the library, use of innovative game technologies from the experience of public libraries in the world;

•
preparation and conducting of trainings for children librarians of Ukraine and region, as well as for parents, educators and teachers;
•
preparation of a manual with information materials and a description of the interactive method of working with children on the basis of experience gained;

•
creation of the website of the "Library Museum" project, an information blog, publishing of printed products (booklets, bookmarks, brochures describing innovative services for children);
•
involvement of parents in joint activities with children (family reading, making applications, toys, beaded items, designing, interactive games) and organizing and conducting mass events for children;

•
provision of practical and methodical assistance to parents on the issues of upbringing children through a book and expert advice.
Important conditions for project implementation are trusting, equal relationships between project participants (children, librarians, parents, educators); taking into account the age and psychological characteristics of children; the frequency of training sessions and systematic information communication. The staff of the library provides feedback to little visitors and parents who can write their impressions, comments, wishes in the "Reviews and Wishes" book. It should be emphasized that the records reflect the enthusiasm and gratitude of the visitors to the creative team of the library (Vidviduvachi pro Bibliomistechko, 2018).

2.5. Development of effective social communications and social partnership 

As a community center, children's libraries are gradually becoming platforms for the implementation of the state social policy, mastering the modern tools of community dialogue with the authorities, which advocates e-government. In particular, Mykolaiv Regional Library for Children named after. V.Lyagina introduces the concept of e-government, its tasks, electronic services to users and offers a number of electronic resources on its site under the following headings:
"E-Government", "Internet-receiving government agencies", "E-legislation", "Statutory acts of the Mykolaiv region", "E-database", "E-library", "E-employment", "E-advice "E-culture", "E-customs", "E-education", "E-pension", "E-payments", "E-taxes", "E-services", "State Migration Service of Ukraine" "," E-mail "," E-registry "," E-search "," E-subsidy "," E-court "," E-bidding "," E-transport "," E-justice ", "A preliminary entry for admission to the portal of the Main Territorial Department of Justice in the Mykolaiv region for filing documents on: state registration of real rights to real estate; registration of acts of civil status for birth and death; conclusion and termination of marriage; change of name; determination of date and time of state registration of marriage» (E-urjaduvannja, 2018). Chernihiv Regional Library for Children provides information links to the Chernihiv Regional State Administration; Chernihiv Regional Council; Ministry of Culture of Ukraine; Department of Culture and Tourism, Nationalities and Religions of Chernihiv Regional State Administration.
Successful implementation of projects and programs primarily depends on the establishment of effective libraries, often multifaceted, with various organizations, institutions, authorities, movements, funds, media resources, etc., which enables to solve problems of the local community in different directions. As the Deputy Director General for Kharkiv Regional Library for Children Roman Dragan noted, "social partnership is a progressive form of interaction with the external environment and a significant factor in the development of libraries. The most promising partnership is the one based on a program-targeted approach. The development and implementation of the programs allows us to formulate a joint strategy of activity, to concentrate intellectual resources in the spheres of educational and social-humanitarian activities, development and promotion of reading, implementation of large-scale international, all-Ukrainian, interregional events, actions, contests, etc” (Ogljad dijal'nosti, 2017). 
So, the Kirovohrad Region Library received funding from the British Council for the project "Library Reading and Entertainment Club" Sunny Spit on the Book Shelf ", joined in 2015 to the "Active Citizens "Program for the Development of Youth and Communities” implemented by the British Council in Ukraine. The project was implemented by the Department of Children's and Family Reading in cooperation with the NGO "Center for the Development of Man and the Family" Sunny Bunny ", the youth public organization "Family Montessori Center "Ladushka", as well as other partners and friends of the library.
In 2016, Kirovohrad Regional Library for Children named after T. Shevchenko participated in the project "Involvement of the public in reforms", part of which is the POLIS program aimed at fruitful cooperation between the police and the public. Within the framework of the "Police and Community" project, with the support and assistance of the IREX International Organization, the library has become a communicative platform and organizer of joint events with patrol police for children, their parents, educators and teachers, during which such important issues as the structure of the new police, rules of road safety and the treatment of children in case of emergencies, bullying in the children's environment, the causes of juvenile delinquency and their prevention. The public organization "Press Club of Reforms", the Regional Shevchenko Library for Children, the "Return to Life" Charity Fund and the Flight Academy of National Aviation University have become partners of the program. During 2016-2017, the Local Center for Civic Education, whose activities were aimed at providing integration assistance to children affected by the armed conflict in the East of Ukraine and the annexation of the Crimea, as well as providing social and cultural services, worked on the basis of the department of teenage reading and information and advisory services. the employment of children whose parents are ATO soldiers. The local center worked through the participation of the library in the project "Integration through Dialogue" in cooperation with the All-Ukrainian Association of Teachers of History and Social Sciences "New Day", supported by the European Union. A series of library events, workshops, meetings with specialists, held for children within the framework of the Local Center were organized; On May 11, 2017, the library opened a mobile youth art exhibition "What is Hard to say" (an author – a Ukrainian photographer Christina Muzychuk). The participants of this art project were children who suffered from an armed conflict in the East of Ukraine.
Kirovohrad Regional Library for Children named after. T.G. Shevchenko together with the Department of Culture, Tourism and Cultural Heritage of the Kirovohrad Regional State Administration, the regional center of folk art, the regional public organization of invalids "People's Academy of Creativity" have organized regional stage of the All-Ukrainian Festival of Creativity of Persons with Disabilities, "The Barriers of Life"for several years on the basis of the library (Istorychna dovidka, 2018). 

Among the partners of the Ternopil Regional Library for Children there are: Ternopil Regional Organization of the Red Cross; Communal Institution of the Ternopil Regional Council "Health Center"; Main Department of Justice in the Ternopil region; City Justice Department; Union of Young Lawyers of the Main Department of Justice in the Ternopil Region; Ternopil city department of internal affairs; Ternopil City Center for Social Services for Families, Children and Youth; The Main Directorate of the National Police in the Ternopil region; Service for minors and children of Ternopil city council; NGO "Information and Legal Center" Human Rights "; Student initiative of Ternopil; public organization Youth Center for Development "Mist"; Publishing House "Navchalna Knyha-Bogdan", "Jura", "Pidruchnyky i posibnyky and manuals", "Medknyga", etc.
Before the implementation of the project "the17th page of non-stop", launched with the purpose of popularizing the book and reading among young people and representing a series of meetings with successful people, Kherson regional library for children attracted guests-representatives of various spheres of social activity, among them there are: Volodymyr Saldo, People's Deputy of Ukraine, a mayor of Kherson in 2002-2012; Tatyana Varuschik, a deputy of the Kherson City Council; Vyacheslav Savchenko, a Head of the Security Service of Ukraine in the Kherson region; Ihor Semenchev, a chairman of the Anthony Village Council; Sergiy Koka, a military commissar of the Kherson region; Oleg Mazuryak, Chief Doctor of the Kherson Cardiology Dispensary, the Honored Doctor of Ukraine; Vladlen Hirin, an entrepreneur; Alexander Book, a Director of the Regional Academic Music and Drama Theater named after. Mykola Kulish; Nadia Zvyagintseva, a poet, an editor of the publishing project "Literary Treasures of Kherson Region"; Mykhailo Tolstykh, a surrealist artist, a philosopher and others.
Sites of all regional libraries of Ukraine for children contain information about friends and partners of libraries. The main areas of social partnership include the following ones:

- library-reader partnership;

- partnership with authorities;

- partnership with information bodies;

- partnership with educational institutions;

- partnership with cultural institutions;

- partnership with public organizations;

- economic partnership (business structures, enterprises of various forms of ownership);

- partnership with religious communities and confessions;

- professional partnership (interaction of libraries);
- international partnership;

- Individual partnership (interaction of libraries);

- volunteer activities.
3. Conclusions
Thus, at the present stage, there is a change in the format of the work of children's libraries: from the library-bookstore to the library-public institution, the sociocultural center of the community. Through their activities, they prove their significance to the community, fully revealing their social potential. Mechanisms for the implementation of this role of libraries include: modernization of information and technological base; constant active participation in national and international programs, competitions, in the activities of library associations that greatly enhances the access of the library to the means of modernization of activities and libraries' space; development of social partnership; mastering organizational and communicative competences for cooperation with the community, local and central authorities, business, mass media, national and international organizations; Creation of a creative educational and communicative space for the disclosure of the children's internal potential, their integration into the community, uniting around the activities of local residents and internally displaced persons; coverage of libraries in the media, the use of PR and advertising tools to promote their activities.
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
