Traveling is an activity filled with joy, anticipation, and enthusiasm. And it just happens that you are
traveling to your sister's place to spend Christmas, with your bags packed and all, when you suddenly
hear some news channel blaring about a plane crash. You suddenly feel the blood rushing to your face,
and wonder if flying the safest way to travel? Well, apprehension is tolerable to an extent, but getting
overly apprehensive about safety during travel is bound to get you stressed to an extent that you develop
a phobia for traveling.

What is The Safest Way to Travel? When you travel, there are three modes of transport—road, air,
and sea. You choose your pick depending on the place, the distance, and the financial aspect. For
instance, you go by road if the journey is going to take you an hour or two. Even trains offer good
commuting services. If the distance is too much, and will take too long by road, then flights are
considered. And if you are making a trip to an island, and you want to experience your first memorable
cruise, then a ship or a cruiser are preferred. But each of the above has its set of risks, which might be
overlooked, but cannot be avoided .

In the United States, despite high profile plane crashes, air travel is still sought after as a traveling
option, considering the fact that the road route has become equally (or probably more than) unsafe for
traveling, pertaining to the number of road accidents every year. But yes, for most of the road kills,
people are responsible themselves, as most ignore the driving circulation rules, and also consume excess
alcohol before driving. Another major distraction when traveling by road is the use of a mobile phone,
which is, many a time, one of the major causes of untimely and accidental deaths. But if you consider



traveling by air, | would say, it would be a better alternative as pilots do not drink before flying, and also
no one is allowed to use any electronic device (like mobile phones) that transmits signals. Besides, when
traveling by air, there is already enough well preparedness and air travel restrictions for facing any issue
when flying, should any come across.

Also, if you take a look at the statistics for 2008, there have been 0.2 fatal accidents per 1 million
departures, which is substantially low than 1.4 accidents per 1 million departures of 1989. Also, in the
approximately 28 accidents which involved large commercial carriers, out of the 10.8 million flights
between 2007—2008, there has not been any significant human casualty, except for material damage.
But if one takes a look at the death statistics by road, about 44,000 people have been killed in car
accidents, which is definitely an alarming number. But all said and done, despite the fact that flying is
one of the safest ways to travel, | would say, safety comes with a responsibility that comes from within,
for every person. If traveling by road, make sure you do not drink and drive. Mobile phones can wait to
get your attention. And if your call is that important, then halt by the side of the road and attend to your
calls. In public means of transport like flights, pilots should make sure that they do not drink before
flying. Also, before the flight departs, there is a lot of technical staff involved in servicing the plane. So,
from the above, one could draw a conclusion that air travel is probably safer than any other means of
travel.

It is quite strange, that people start thinking about safety only when traveling, because there is no
place in this world without risk, and no matter what, events destined to happen will happen. Some people
are afflicted with the fear of flying, which | would say, should not consume them so much, that the fear
becomes irrational. People who have been through dicey periods while flying, or have recovered from
road accidents, or barely escaped a sinking cruise, might have the initial fear of traveling, because
mental scars take a longer time to heal, with physical injuries meliorating faster. However, it is important
to remember in life, fear of flying, or fear of traveling, does not imply a plethora of dangers may cloud
only during traveling. There are times, when even walking from your home to a departmental store can
expose you to unexpected dangers on the way. So, if you would ask me about the safest way to travel, |
would say if each of them were safe, then each of them would be equally unsafe, depending on time and
the circumstance. Make sure you have your travel insurance too, apart from your health being insured.

So just keep in mind, ‘all's well that ends well'. Think positive when traveling, and put aside your
fear. After all, life is too short to waste it in fear and apprehension, when it can be different; filled with
adventure and joy. So, good luck with your travel plans.

Culture shock can be defined as a psychological condition which a person experiences when
exposed to a completely different set of people, whose values and behavior are in stark contrast to
what he or she has been brought up to believe as right. Thus, it can be experienced by anybody who
is in a new country or has shifted from a town or village to a city. Reverse culture shock, on the other
hand, is a condition faced by people who return to their home country after having stayed in another
place for a long time. The symptoms are usually similar, however, the affected person often finds this
more surprising and difficult to deal with than the original culture shock.

Stages.Honeymoon Stage. This is a period marked by new discoveries. In this stage, the individual
comes across new habits of the people, new kinds of foods, a new pace of living, etc. In most
instances, the person is amazed and excited to discover the new culture.

Negotiation Stage. After the initial phase is over, the individual starts feeling left out, isolated, and
confused due to his inability to mingle with others. Not having a support system such as friends and
family close by, further aggravates the feeling of inadequacy and isolation. The individual, at this
stage, starts to reject whatever the new culture has to offer. He may react angrily or become
frustrated, which is considered very normal at this stage.

Adjustment Stage. In the adjustment stage, an individual starts finding his own place in the new
environment. He starts adapting to some of the ways of the new culture and is now in a better



position to deal with the situation. He begins to understand the culture a bit more, so his negative
reactions seen in the previous stage, start to diminish.

Mastery Stage.In the final stage, the individual imbibes some of the values of the new culture and
retains a few of the old ones. He incorporates all those qualities which he feels will help him live
comfortably at the new place.

Fiction. The first major genre that is also perhaps one of the most popularly known genres is
fiction. Literary works belonging to this category are probably amongst the more commonly found.
Fiction books are all about imaginary or make-believe writing. The thing about fiction though is that
it could often be partially inspired by a real-life situation, but that's about as far as it could go.
Another characteristic about fiction is that it is a very large genre on the whole, and has a lot of
subdivisions to it.

Science Fiction: This type of writing is most often made up of time travel, stories set in space,
aliens, intense technology and all such characteristics. At times it could well qualify as fantasy too.
An important feature of this kind of writing is that even though the major set up may be fictional,
there could be elements of scientific truth in them too. Elements such as scientific principles or laws
are often stressed on, all while combining it with other highly make-believe instances.

Realistic Fiction: The best way to describe realistic fiction is by talking of it as being one of those
situations which aren't real, but yet seem like they could happen with anybody, at any time. Books
like these, more often than not are a product of a keen imagination, yet somehow, they manage to
capture the readers attention well, especially since books like these may seem extremely relevant at
times. This genre also normally focuses on a lot of mystery and adventure.

Fantasy: Lots of magic and supernatural stuff going on here. Fantasy as the word suggests is
something that is way out of the ordinary and beyond what one would expect or imagine. There is
also a large use of mythical elements in these novels. Some of the common features of such
fantastical works are talking animals, magical powers, and a larger than life setup. Long story short,
fantasy is in fact all about make-believe.

Mystery or Thrillers: Even though these two genres aren't the same, they could be spoken of as
closely related. Take a look at what each of them is about. More often than not, mystery novels are
about a detective solving a case, which normally gets solved by the time the novel seems to be
coming to a close. These books are based on a logical way of thinking, they tend to make sense,
keeping the reader interested.

Thrillers on the other hand are always about heroes, and villains. Good guys and bad guys. It also
involves a lot of action, lots of suspense, is fast paced, and is just very stimulating on the whole.
Thrillers can be either crime thrillers (revenge, kidnapping, etc.) or sometimes even psychological
works.

Nonfiction. The next major popular genre is that of nonfiction books. The absolute opposite of
fiction, this form of literature is more often than not, based on facts. This genre is made up of fewer
components than fiction, as most literary works are graded as fiction. The most common kinds of
writing that make up this part of literature are books such as biographies and autobiographies,
encyclopedias, almanacs, and dictionaries.

Biographies: In the simplest of words, a biography is a detailed account of someone's life.
Needless to say, the person being written about is a popular public figure (actors, politicians, and the
likes). These books are always based on the facts of a person's life, and there is absolutely nothing



fictional about them. Biographies give an exhaustive idea about the person’s life, and all that has
been significant, both on a personal and professional front.

Autobiographies: As opposed to biographies which are a detailed account of someone's life, but
written by another person, an autobiography is a personal write up about one's own life. It is always a
true story about a person's life, and it gives the reader a detailed look into the author's life.

Encyclopedias: Before the advent of the internet, these were sources of information. When in
doubt, everybody referred to an encyclopedia. Providing very detailed information on practically any
subject that one would need, encyclopedias were the one stop for all kinds of information. Very
evidently since these books are about providing facts, there is nothing make-believe in them.
Encyclopedias could vary from being either general ones, or some even for one specific subject.
These days what has also become extremely popular are online encyclopedias such as Wikipedia, and
the likes.
