It must also be emphasized that contemporary nation-states are creations of different historical
periods and of varied circumstances. It was not until the 20" century and the collapse of the
Ottoman, Habsburg, French, and British empires that the world could be fully organized on a
national basis. This transformation was completed in 1991 with the dissolution of the USSR.
