kraine is one of the largest countries in
Europe. Due to its large size and diverse
natural conditions it has a huge number
of water bodies: rivers, streams, lakes, estuaries,
swamps. It is hard to count all of them. It is be-
lieved that the number of Ukrainian rivers along
is several tens of thousands. Only in Kyiv there
are about a hundred of rivers, more than half of
them have names. The Carpathian Mountains
have the largest number of rivers; in some areas
there are several ones per square kilometer. At the
same time, the Steppe zone of Ukraine is poor in
rivers, especially the south of Kherson oblast.
Within the territory of the country there
are nine major river basins of: the Vistula, the
Danube, the Black Sea Coast, the Dniester, the
Pivdennyi Buh, the Dnipro, the Don, the Azov
Coast and Crimea.
Water bodies of these river basins are very
diverse. It is not easy to compare the Carpathi-

an rivers belonging to the river basins of the
Danube and the Dniester, with the rivers of the
Siverskyi Donets and the Azov Coast. The rivers
of Crimea are specific and not like others. Mean-
while, the creation of a large number of ponds
and reservoirs on the Ukrainian rivers is a com-
mon feature of many of them.

The lakes of Ukraine are numerous and var-
ied. The Shatskyi Lakes (Volyn) and Synevyr Lake
in the Carpathians are well-known far beyond its
borders. The Danube lakes are large and rich in
fish. The water in the lakes is mostly fresh, but
there are lakes of high salinity, close to the salin-
ity of the Dead Sea. One can freely lie on the sur-
face of the water, holding a book in his hands.

Special water bodies are estuaries. Some of them
have a constant connection with the sea, some have
periodical one. There are also those, which have al-
ready lost the connection with the sea.

Swamps, commonly found in Polissya, are
notable for their unique beauty. Flora and fauna
are well preserved there.

Springs are sometimes real natural wonders.
Some of them contain healing water that enabled
to establish some resorts, where people can go to
improve their health.

In any case, water is one of the most impot-
tant treasures of Ukraine.

of Ukraine, albeit small, has several interes-

ting features.

Interestingly, this river, which flows in the
very center of Lviv, can hardly be seen by local
people, as it is mostly hidden underground.

Eventually, the Zakhidnyi Buh has become a
border river. This boundary is quite significant in
length: as the crow flies it is about 100 km and along
the river’s meandering course more than 200 km.

But still the main attraction of this region is
undoubtedly the Shatskyi Lakes. The largest and
most famous is the lake of Svityaz’, which is the
deepest lake in the country — its depth reaches
58 m. Nearby there are the lakes of Pulemetske,
Luky, Pisochne, Krymne. The water of these
lakes is very clean, since they mainly take it from
groundwater and atmospheric precipitation.

Within the territory of Ukraine the Danube
basin consists of two parts: one covers the Car-
pathians and adjoining territories, the other —
the south of Odessa region. In the Carpathian
region, Transcarpathia and Precarpathia zones
can be distinguished.

The main river of Transcarpathia is the Tysa,
one of the largest tributaries of the Danube. In
turn, its tributaries are the Rika, Teresva, Tereblya,
Latorica, Uzh Rivers. On the banks of the latter
the regional center Uzhhorod city is situated.

There are waterfalls on some rivers of Tran-
scarpathia. The most famous of them is Shypit.

Gradually, the Prut River drifts away from
the mountains, but the mountainous origin
of the river is evidenced by the rapid flow, the
rocky bottom, as well as the changing color of
water — from blue to light brown. In addition,
there are significant fluctuations of flood levels
up to 5—6 m, and sometimes even more. Such
is the Prut in Chernivtsi city, which is situated on
its banks.

The Prut has a lot of tributaries, of which the
Cheremosh River is the largest and most famous.
In the lyrics of one of the Ukrainian songs it was

placed before the Prut: «The Magic Land of the
Cheremosh and Prut». In turn, the picturesque
tributary of the Cheremosh is the Putila River.

The Seret River, that also originates in the Car-
pathians, flows almost parallel to the Prut River.
Another river that flows alongside is the Suchava.
Their common feature is their end in Romania.

Coming to the end of the story about the
Carpathian region, it’s worth mentioning the
small mountain lake Nesamovyte, which lies to
the south-east of Hoverla. The water in it is al-
ways cold, sometimes the temperature reaches
only 10 °C. Interestingly, the shape of the lake
looks like the Antarctic contours.

Absolutely different temperature conditions
are in the south of Odessa region. Here even in
January the temperature can reach +10 °C, and
in summer time the temperature about +30 °C
is considered to be usual. It is no coincidence
that the rivers and lakes here are different. In
the south of Odessa region on the border of
Ukraine and Romania the Danube River flows.

In the lower reaches the Danube forks into nu-
merous river arms forming a large delta. Its size
is so significant that it is better to look at it from
a great height or even use satellite images.

On the banks of the Danube River there are
four Ukrainian towns: Reni, Izmail, Kiliya and
Vylkove. The largest of them is Izmail, the most
original is Vylkove. The distinguishing feature of
this town is that many of its streets are actually
channels. The common means of transportation
in here is a boat. So this town got a name of
«Ukrainian Venice».

The combination of land, water and warm
climate contributed to the fact that the Danube
Delta is a real natural miracle. No wonder it is
listed in the 200 most valuable ecosystems of
the planet — Global 200. To preserve and study
the nature of this area, the Danube Biosphere
Reserve has been created here. There are mote
than 300 species of birds, of which pink and
curly pelicans are the most attractive. In the sum-

Lake. Between the Dniester Estuary and Odessa
city a thin blue stripe the Baraboi River flows.
But the stripe is not so much blue, rather green,
since steppe river banks are usually covered with
vegetation.

In Mykolaiv region the Berezan’ River, flowing
into the estuary of the same name, should be
highlighted. The Kalanchak, which flows in the
southern Kherson region — the most arid in
Ukraine, should be mentioned as well.

However, rivers are not the major water
bodies of the Black Sea Coast. Estuaries and
lakes are far larger and more important. These
water bodies are really large: some cover tens

square kilometers in area and extend for dozens
of kilometers in length An important point is
that lakes and estuaries here are abundant.

By the connection with the Black Sea, local
estuaries can be divided into three groups.
Some estuaries are permanently connected with
the sea, in particular the above mentioned the
Berezanskyi estuary, and others are connected
periodically. During strong storms the tongues of
sand, separating the estuaries from the sea, may
be washed out. Then clean water and sometimes
fish come into estuaries. In time the created
straits become gradually sanded up and hydraulic
connection to the sea breaks off. The Tuzlivskyi
estuaries in the south of Odessa region belong to

such water bodies. The largest among them are
the Shagany, the Alibey and the Burnas.

There are also some estuaries, which have
lost their connection to the sea. However, there
may be nuances. For example, one of the largest
estuary of the Black Sea Coast — the Kuyalnitskyi
until recently was separated from the sea by a
wide stripe of land. Gradual desiccation of the
estuary led to making the decision to restore it.
To achieve that the estuary was connected to the
sea by a conduit. Something alike was done for
the Tyligulskyi estuary — it was connected to the
sea by an artificial canal.

The lakes of the Kinburn peninsula, which
sets the southern border to the Dnipro-Buz’kyi
estuary are numerous, but not very large. There

are fresh water, brakish water and salt lakes here.
The latter are usually the most shallow — 10—
20 cm deep and even less.

The so-called Kovalivs’ka saga, located on
the outskirts of Pokrovka village, is a kind of
natural wonder on the mentioned peninsula. In
summer among the burning sand there is a valley,
surrounded by trees, where one can see a water
body, which is a home for ferns and even turtles.

THE DNIESTER
RIVER BASIN

he Dniester is one of the largest and, at
the same time, the most beautiful rivers
of Ukraine.

Apparently, its name comes from the words
«Don», which means river, water, as well as
«Stryi», which means fast. The amalgamation of
the two words produced the name Dniester. And,
indeed, this river, mainly in the upper reaches, is
characterized by a rapid flow.

However, during many centuries the name
changed, as the surrounding lands were inhabited
by different peoples. The ancient Greeks called it
Tiras, the Turks who owned this land — Turla. In
Romania the river is called Nistrul, in Moldova —
Nistru.

The Dniester begins on the north-eastern
slopes of the Carpathians in Lviv region, not
far from Turka town. This name is not a chance
one, since a few hundred years ago aurochs («tur»
in Ukrainian) population, which later became
exterminated, could be found there.

Its source is a stream in the thick forest. To find
it one should follow GPS on a mobile phone. And
here is the target — a wooden log-house, painted
in blue and yellow. From here the water trickles.
An informative sign and a shelter against rain
stand nearby. The latter is not superfluous, since
raining in the Carpathians is a commonplace.

Here, in particular, the first gauging
station on the river is located, where both wa-
ter level and water discharge are measured. Some
parts of the bank within the village have been
reinforced, since the flow velocity in here is
sometimes significant. During floods the water

Although there is a great number of rivers
here, local people have traditionally long been
revering and taking care of springs. Take for
example a spring near Krylos village in Ivano-
Frankivsk region.

A major tributary of the Dniester is the Bys-
trytsya River, which emerged by confluencing of
two similar rivers — the Bystrytsya-Solotvyns’ka
and the Bystrytsya-Nadvirnyans’ka.

Downstream Nyzhniv village, which is in
Ivano-Frankivsk region, the Dniester flows a
large distance along high and somewhere cliffed
banks.

and to veer in some places from the course, lea-
ving behind deep meanders. This is the Dniester
Canyon — the longest in Ukraine and one of the
longest in Europe. It is approximately 250 km
long.

In this hilly region, partly within Ivano-
Frankivsk region, partly within Ternopil region,
there is a number of picturesque rivers, having
rapids and even waterfalls. The largest waterfall
is Dzhuryn, which emerged on the river of the
same name. In fact its emergence resulted from
human activities, but it’s not that relevant. What
matters is that Dzhuryn is the biggest waterfall
in the lowland Ukraine. It can be found in Ter-
nopil region between Nyrkiv and Nahoryany
villages.

Another waterfall, located in Ivano-Frankivsk
region near Isakiv village, should be mentioned.
Its name 1s Virgin Tears.

One of the few towns along the length of the
Dniester Canyon is Zalishchyky. The peculiarity
of the town is the fact that it is as long as one
meander of the Dniester. Pictures of the town
are usually taken from the high right bank.

Downstream Zalishchyky the Dniester gra-
dually slows down, flowing into the Dniester
Reservoir. Just on its banks Khotyn town is lo-
cated, which is known first of all for the Kho-
tyn fortress, which is a few hundred years old.
It is one of the greatest and best-preserved for-
tresses in Ukraine. So it is not by chance that the
fortress is a tourist destination and at the same
time a suitable film studio for shooting historical
movies.

Picturesque places within the Dniester Res-
ervoir are innumerable.

And here is the Dniester hydropower station,
the youngest one among the powerful hydro-
power plants of the country. Accordingly, locat-
ed nearby Novodnistrovs’k town also belongs to
the youngest ones.

Several rivers flow into the Dniester Res-
ervoir. The most well-known of them is the
Smotrych. The picturesque and historical town
of Kamianets-Podilskyi is located exactly on it.
Like Khotyn town, it also boasts its own fortress.
Among other tributaries the Ushytsia is worth
mentioning, Nearby it Maliivtsi village (Khmel-
nytskyi region) is located, where there is a nice
park with an artificial waterfall.

Downstream the Dniester, on its left bank
Mohyliv-Podilskyi town is located. The focus on
the left bank is crucial, since the opposite right
bank belongs to Moldova. Thus, here the citizens
of both countries may enjoy the view of the riv-
et. A beautiful view of the Dniester River can be
seen, in particular, from the Ukrainian town of
Yampil and its outskirts.

Before leaving the territory of Moldova, the

the Dniester. In the lower part of the interstream
area there is a large flood plain. Here one can
find a good combination of water spaces, warm
climate and consequently flora and fauna. And all
this is only 50 km away from Odessa city with its
million population.

Odessites are obviously the main visitors of
the Dniester flood plain. They usually go here
for fishing and enjoying the nature. For that
they usually take a boat to get to Lake Bile. On
the lake one can see not only snow-white lilies,
but also lots of birds — up to pelicans inclu-
sively.

The last bridge over the Dniester spans the
river near Mayaky village. As in many other cases
it is painted in blue and yellow.

The last kilometers the Dniester flows in two
or three arms through the dense reed. The area
is better to look at from a helicopter, since the
landscapes are densely covered with reed.

And here is the Dniester Estuary. Its surface

is usually smooth. But when the wind rises, waves
grow so high that narrow boats, tailored to the
flood plain, have to come back to the river.

The wind sooner or later falls. Sounds of
birds again reach the ears. Meanwhile, heady
air permeates into the lungs, making you feel
dizzy.

Fighting off dreams, you are trying once
more to comprehend the Dniester. You recall
the source of the river in the Carpathians, the
fascinating view of Bakota, engineering perfec-
tion of the Dniester hydropower station, white
lilies in flood plain lakes. It is almost impossible
to comprehend it, as it is impossible to grasp the
universe. After all, how good it is that you exist,
the Dniester River.

he Pivdennyi Buh is the largest river of

Ukraine, whose water catchment area en-

tirely lies within its territory. At the same
time, it is one of the most beautiful rivers of the
country that is largely due to its rocky banks. This
is because the Pivdennyi Buh in its middle flow
crosses the Ukrainian Shield, mostly composed
of solid granites. At the same time upstream and
downstream the surface slopes are not signifi-
cant.

In the past the river, washing the most fertile
Ukrainian lands, was very rich in fish. It is not
coincidental, therefore, that it was called God.
In the 18" century it had been renamed into
the Buh, and then an attribute Pivdennyi was
added.

The Pivdennyi Buh originates near the vil-
lage of Kholodets in Khmelnytskyi region. At
that time, in the early 1990s, at the source of the
river a granite boulder was placed. But because
of climatic change and drainage of the adjacent
territory you will never find the river here, its
source has shifted 3 km towards the mentioned
village.

There are many cities located on the Pivden-
nyi Buh, in particular three regional centers:
Khmelnytskyi, Vinnytsya and Mykolaiv.

The creation of more than ten reservoirs led

to the river being significantly wider in many
places than it was eatrlier. Just on such an ex-
tended section within Vinnytsya city the main
tourist attraction of the city, light and sound
fountain, is located. Every night in warm sea-
sons it attracts hundreds, if not thousands,
of visitors. No surprise, since by the size and
beauty it belongs to the best fountains in
Europe.

he Dnipro is something more than an or-

dinary river. At all times it has played a

crucial role in the life of Ukraine, more-
ovet, in that of Europe. Right through the Dni-
pro the most important part of the historical
route from the Varangians to the Greeks ran, i. e.
the route from the Baltic Sea to the Black Sea
and the Mediterranean Sea.

Near the Belarusian border the Dnipro Ri-
ver is rather small. It becomes much more full-
flowing after its confluence with the Pripyat
River, its largest tributary. It occurs in the upper
part of the Kyivske Reservoir, which was formed
above Vyshhorod town.

Only 10 km south of Vyshhorod town the
city of Kyiv is located. Though the distance is
short, this is where the longest tributary, the De-
sna River, flows into the Dnipro. Its mouth is
even visible from some houses of Kyiv.

It was the Dnipro River, which played a key
role in the emergence of Kyiv, a future capital
of Ukraine. It is well known from the histori-
cal sources that the founders of Kyiv came here
from the north down the river. Later on, on the
initiative of Prince Volodymyr the residents of
Kyiv were baptized in the Dnipro.

The oldest parts of Kyiv are located by the
Dnipro’s side: Podil, Upper Town, Pechersk,

islands are separated from each other by the
Venetian strait. Due to the subway line Venetian
island is a major recreation area. There are a few
popular beaches. In summer the so-called «blue
flagy is raised over some of them, a sign of clean-
liness and order.

The largest gulfs within the city are the So-
bache Hyrlo, the Obolon’, the Matviivs’ka. There
is also a gulf with unusual name Verbliud (Camel),
it really resembles this exotic animal in shape.

In general, Kyiv is very rich in numerous
water bodies: rivers, lakes, ponds. There are ap-
proximately 500 of them. There is even a swamp,
Romanivs’ke, which was formed on the western
outskirts of the city.

Anyway, the Dnipro is a true treasure for
Kyiv. Thanks to it the Ukrainian capital does not
look like any other.

Residents of Kyiv, seeing the river with their
own eyes, call it, of course, the Dnipro. But with-

Among the listed localities Dnipro city is the
largest. As can be seen, the name of the river and
the city coincide. It is no accident, since the river
was a prerequisite for the emergence of the city.

In Zaporizhzhia city the Dnipro hydropower
plant deserves particular attention. This HPP was
once the most powerful in Europe. Though it is
no longer true, the plant remains very beautiful.
This can be seen from Khortytsia island, which is
considered to be the largest one on the Dnipro.

A few kilometers downstream Khortytsia is-
land the Dnipro turns into a huge Kakhovske
Reservoir. Somewhere its width is 24 km. Then
the reservoir becomes narrower, at least one can
see the opposite bank. It is the place where the
town of Nikopol’ is located. Not far from it a
power transmission line is thrown through the
reservoir. The high power transmission line sup-
ports here are based on small concrete islands.

From Nikopol’ in clear weather Zaporizhzhya
NPP can be seen on the opposite bank, the
most powerful not only in Ukraine, but also in
Europe.

Once on the site of the Kakhovske Reservoir
there was an inland delta, called Velykyi Luh. It
is the place where the Zaporizhian Cossack com-
munity, whose life was inextricably linked to the
river, was born.

Radical changes with the Dnipro River oc-
curred here in the mid-1950s, when the Ka-
khovske Reservoir was created. The question of
the feasibility of its creation is under discussion
now, but nevertheless, the largest irrigation ca-
nals of Ukraine the North Crimean and the Main
Kakhovskyi ones come from this reservoir.

Almost at the mouth of the Dnipro, on its
banks and partly on the islands, the city of Kher-
sonis located. There are many summer houses of
the city dwellers situated on the coastal islands.

Anyone who ever saw the Pripyat agrees with
the fact that this river is beautiful. The fact that
practically along the whole length of the river the
adjacent areas are covered with forests greatly
contributes to its beauty.

rivers of Stokhid, Styr, Horyn, Uzh. The Stokhid
River has got such name, because it has many
river courses. This is a real lace of waterways.
Perhaps these waterways are even more than
a hundred. In any case, another river like the
Stokhid is unlikely to find in Ukraine. The name
of Horyn is also not accidental. This is the most
mountain tributary of the Pripyat, which origi-
nates not from the mountains, but from a rather
high Volyno-Podilska highland.

The last tributary of the Pripyat is the Uzh.
Like most Polissya rivers, it flows among the for-
ests and adjacent meadows. Interestingly, there are
plenty of water snakes on the banks of the Uzh.

Just south of the Pripyat the river of Teteriv
flows into the Kyivske Reservoir. It is the first
tributary of the Dnipro, on the banks of which
massive rock cleavage occurs. In particular, it can
be seen in Zhytomyr city.

Very close to Kyiv, in fact, on its western out-
skirts, the Irpin’ River flows. A feature of this riv-
er is a wide floodplain, covered with lush grass.

miring, with its amazing views. Besides, this land
is rich in historical sights.

The largest tributary of the Ros’ River is the
Rostavytsia. Like the Ros’, it often flows along the
rocky banks. But they are not the only beautifica-
tion of the river. The human activity in here also
significantly contributes to that. To make sure of
that, you need to go to the village of Buky, lo-
cated to the west of Bila Tserkva town. A temple
complex was built near the Rostavytsia, and on the
river itself a beautiful landscape park was created.

Among the rivers flowing into the Kremen-
chuts’ke Reservoir, the Sula River is the largest
one. In the place of its confluence a large bay,
rich in fish, was formed.

The Psel and Vorskla Rivers flow into the next
downstream Kam’yanske Reservoir. The city of
Poltava is located on the Vorskla River.

Further downstream along the river the Dni-
provske Reservoir was created. The Oril’ and Sa-
mara Rivers, which are quiet and rather shallow;,
that is typical for the steppe zone, flow into it.

Ithough the Don river flows outside the

territory of Ukraine, the Siverskyi Donets,

its largest tributary, flows through it. This
river originates in Russia, further it flows a rather
long distance over the territory of Ukraine, and
then again gets back to the territory of Russia.
Due to the deficiency of water on this territory,
the Donets, as it is often called, is very important
for the economic sphere, in particular of Don-
bass region. The river, which flows in the north-
en part of this land, has become the main source
of water for this industrial region.

The Siverskyi Donets is believed to be a river
that provides Donbass region with water. Be-
sides, the Donets is still picturesque. There is al-
most always the blue sky above it and one can see
how the river «basks» in the sun. Moreover, the
banks of the river along the vast distance are cov-
ered with forest. This proves that the Siverskyi
Donets is as beautiful as other Ukrainian rivers.

Not far from the Donets Kharkiv city, the
second most populated city in Ukraine, is lo-
cated. There is a great variety of touristic attrac-
tions and interesting places on or near the river
in that area. If you go the east, you get to the
Pecheniz’ke Reservoir. If you deviate slightly

city is just located on it. Mariupol city, a large in-
dustrial center of Ukraine, is located on it too, in
its mouth part.

Like any other river, the Kal’'mius changes
significantly during the year. It looks the most
beautiful from May to July, when its banks are
green and the sky is extremely blue.

Other notable rivers of the Azov Sea region
are the Berda and the Molochna. Each of them
has its own features. So, the Berda in the lower
reaches is divided into two river mouth arms.
When water runoff is significant, both carry wa-
ter to the Azov Sea. However, only one arm is
usually able to overcome the wide coastal strip
of sand. The space between these arms is a large
floodplain area.

The Molochna River in the Azov Sea re-
gion is not as long as the Kal’'mius. It flows into
the lagun that has the same name — Moloch-
nyi. Sometimes it is connected with the Sea of
Azov, sometimes separated from it by a sand
spit. This lagun is considered to be the home of
the Azov red-finned mullet. In the 1970s, this
fish was brought from the Far East. The con-
ditions for it were rather favorable, so the red-
finned mullet gradually settled around the Azov
Sea.

he Crimean peninsula is a real diamond

rimmed by the Black and Azov Seas. An

important feature of the Crimea is the
presence of mountains in its southern part. From
here almost all local rivers originate.

The most famous and longest river in the Cri-
mea is the Salhir. Moreover, it is one of the most
full-flowing rivers. Simferopol city is just located
on it. To improve the water supply on its upper
outskirts a rather large Slmferopolske Reservoir
has been constructed. Within the city the river
banks serve as a recreation area.

Having passed through Simferopol city, the
Salhir flows toward Syvash Lake. After giving
most of its water to people, at its mouth the Sal-

hir River becomes quite small.

Among other Crimean rivers, the Alma, the
Kacha, the Bel’bek and the Chorna are rather
large. The latter flows through a deep and pictur-
esque Chornorichynskyi Canyon along a consid-
erable distance. In many places, a violent stream
of water flows between almost vertical banks.

The rivers of the Southern Crimea are very
small. The most known of them is the Derekoy-
ka River, which originates in the mountains, and
then crosses Yalta town. When showers occut, its
water runoff notably increases. But just in a cou-
ple of days the Derekoyka River again becomes
calm.

Another river flowing through Yalta town is
the Uchan-Su. It is known for a waterfall formed
on it. It has the same name as the river. Here
the water falls from a height of almost 100 m.
However, that can be seen only in spring time,
when the snow melts in the mountains. Then the
fall of water stops, because in summer time the
river dries.
